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GE 014 Information Searching for Academic Study 3 (2-2-5)

Prerequisite : None

Fundamental knowledge of information; use of information resources with
an emphasis on the Internet access; access means of library information databases and
online databases on the Internet; use of search engines; information evaluation and
how to make an effective use of desired information; citing references and making
bibliographies for academic papers.

(Lecture 2 hours, Practice 2 hours, Self-study 5 hours/week)
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El 101 Basic Engineering in Daily Life 3 (3-0-6)

Prerequisite : None

Electrical systems and communication; use of electrical equipments for
energy saving, use and maintenance of computer; use and maintenance of vehicles
and farm machineries; fundamental of construction, water supply and sanitary, and
environmental management in everyday life.

(Lecture 3 hours, Practice 0 hour, Self Study 6 hours/week)
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El 102 General Aspects of Food and Drug 3 (3-0-6)

Prerequisite : None

Importance of food; food consumption culture; technological applications
to food in everyday life; use of food beyond consumption; nutritional service; small
food enterprise and marketing; logistics and supply chain; nutraceuticals; general
knowledge of medicine dosage and its danger, and drug; consumers’ rights and
protection on nutrition and medicine.

(Lecture 3 hours, Practice 0 hour, Self Study 6 hours/week)
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RE 100 Energy for Daily Life 3 (3-0-6)
Prerequisite : None
Fundamental of energy; energy situations; energy resources; energy utilization
in everyday life; energy and environmental conservation; awareness of energy
consumption.

(Lecture 3 hours, Practice 0 hour, Self Study 6 hours/week)
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IE 111 Principle of Economics 3 (2-2-5)

Prerequisites : None

The aim of this course is to help student gain form concrete idea of both
macroeconomics and microeconomics. The first half of the course is microeconomics
start by providing a basic concept of Supply-Demand, elasticity, consumers, producers,
and efficiency of markets, cost of production, and competitive market. The course will
continue with macroeconomics. The concepts of nation income, cost of living, saving,
investment and financial system, and unemployment will cover in this part.
Furthermore, the course will cover concept of the international trade

(Lecture 2 hours, Practice 2 hours, Self Study 5 hours/week)
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IE 112  Microeconomic Theory 1 3 (2-2-5)
Prerequisites : IE 111 Principles of Economics

Microeconomics 1 is continuing class from principle of economics. This course will then

extend to other important topics including market in auction, the theory of consumer

choice, production and cost of production. Furthermore, the course will cover the

perfect competitive market and imperfect competitive market including general

equilibrium and welfare.

(Lecture 2 hours, Practice 2 hours, Self Study 5 hours/week)
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IE 113 Macroeconomic Theory 1 3 (2-2-5)
Prerequisites : IE 111 Principles of Economics
This course provides an overview of principles in macroeconomics. Topics that will be
covered in the course including concepts of macroeconomics, monetary system,
concepts and financial institutions, money growth and inflation, open-economy
macroeconomics, aggregate demand and aggregate supply, the influence of monetary
and fiscal policy, the short-run trade-off between inflation and unemployment, and
economic growth.

(Lecture 2 hours, Practice 2 hours, Self Study 5 hours/week)
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IE 141 Mathematic for International Economist 1 3 (2-2-5)

Prerequisites : None

This course introduces students to the basic mathematical tools used in
economic analysis. Topics studied in this course include sets, algebraic, matrix,

determinant, exponentials and logarithms, limits, derivative, and integration.

(Lecture 2 hours, Practice 2 hours, Self Study 5 hours/week)
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IE 142  Mathematic for International Economist 2 3 (2-2-5)
Prerequisites : IE 141 Mathematic for International Economist 1
The course consists of mathematical techniques that are applied in

economics. These techniques include calculus techniques including derivatives,

integration, and optimization. Furthermore, the students will gain an understanding of
how constrained optimization is used in economics through applications of Lagrange
multipliers.

(Lecture 2 hours, Practice 2 hours, Self Study 5 hours/week)
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IE 143 Statistics for International Economist 1 3 (2-2-5)

Prerequisites : None

This course is aimed at introducing students to concepts and principles of
statistics that are used in economics. The course will cover the following content:
analyzing and describing data, summarizing quantitative data, probability; discrete
random variables; continuous random variables; sampling; estimation; hypothesis
testing, and correlation.

(Lecture 2 hours, Practice 2 hours, Self Study 5 hours/week)
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IE 214  Microeconomic Theory 2 3 (2-2-5)

Prerequisites : IE112 Microeconomic Theory 1

Microeconomics 2 is continuing class from Microeconomics 1. The course will
start by providing a review of the basic concepts of Microeconomics 1. This course will
then extend to other important topics including pricing in input demand, capital and
time, asymmetric information, externality and public goods, and behavioral economics.
The course will then continue with microeconomic policy issues such as income
distribution, poverty, and discrimination, and environmental economics.

(Lecture 2 hours, Practice 2 hours, Self Study 5 hours/week)
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IE 215  Macroeconomic Theory 2 3 (2-2-5)

Prerequisites : [E 113 Macroeconomic Theory 1

Macroeconomics theory 2 is continuing class from Macroeconomics theory 1.
The course will start by providing a review of the basic concepts of Macroeconomics
theory 1. This course will then extend to other important topics including national
income, monetary system, model and instrument of monetary policy, Inflation, its
causes, effects, and social costs, in depth analysis of the open economy,
unemployment and the labor market, economic fluctuations, and the IS-LM model.

(Lecture 2 hours, Practice 2 hours, Self Study 5 hours/week)
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IE 221  Introduction to International Trade 3 (2-2-5)
Prerequisites : IE 112 Microeconomic Theory 1
This course serves as an introduction to international trade theory. Students

taking this course will gain a broad understanding of the importance of international
trade for the development of the economy. Furthermore, the course will serve as a
platform for students to learn of different models used to explain why countries
engage in international trade and how these countries benefit from trading with each
other assuming perfect competition takes place. These models include the Ricardian
model, the specific factor model, the Heckscher — Ohlin model, the standard trade
model. The course will also cover impacts of trade policy on world trade and prices.

(Lecture 2 hours, Practice 2 hours, Self Study 5 hours/week)
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IE 231  The Economics of Money, Banking and Financial Markets 3 (2-2-5)

Prerequisites : IE113 Macroeconomic Theory 1

The aim of this course is to help student gain form concrete idea about the
role money and the financial market play in determining the level of economic activity.
The course starts by introducing the students to the structure of financial markets,
significance of money and credit in the economic system, how interest rates are
determined in the financial system. The course will then continue with the role of
financial institutions in promoting economic activity focusing on the roles of the central
and commercial bank and cashless society and trends for the future of digital
payments.

(Lecture 2 hours, Practice 2 hours, Self Study 5 hours/week)
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IE 232 Introduction to International Finance 3 (2-2-5)
Prerequisites : IE 113 Macroeconomic Theory 1
This course introduces students to important topics of international

macroeconomics. This course offers understanding in theories and concepts of balance
of payment, exchange rates and the foreign exchange market, money, interest rates,
and exchange rates, outcomes and effectiveness of exchange rate on price levels and
output, foreign exchange intervention, and case studies of countries affected by the
financial crisis.

(Lecture 2 hours, Practice 2 hours, Self Study 5 hours/week)
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GE 343  English Conversation for Workplace 3 (2-2-5)
Prerequisites : GE 141 Fundamental English 1 or GE 340 General English
Develop abilities in verbal communication for employment such as job

interviewing and dealing works in different job areas and practice making general

conversation.

(Lecture 2 hours, Practice 2 hours, Self Study 5 hours/week)
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IE 222 International Trade Theory and Policy 3 (2-2-5)
Prerequisites : IE 221 Introduction to International Trade
This course provides the theory of international trade and empirical
evidences to analyze issues in international trade, international trade policies,
international movements of capital and labor and trade relations. Furthermore, the
course will cover the roles of international trade on economic development, and
development of regional trading arrangements.

(Lecture 2 hours, Practice 2 hours, Self Study 5 hours/week)
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IE 244 Quantitative Analysis for International Economist 3 (2-2-5)
Prerequisites : |E 143 Statistics for International Economist 1
This course helps to expand on the lessons learned Utilization of

mathematical models and tools with theory analysis and economic problem, regression

analysis, ordinary least square, and classic models’ application for economic analysis.
(Lecture 2 hours, Practice 2 hours, Self Study 5 hours/week)
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IE 245  Econometric for International Economist 3 (2-2-5)
Prerequisites : IE 244 Quantitative analysis for International Economist
This course provides introduction to econometric, utilization of statistic and

economic theory for economic data analysis, econometric model stimulation, problems

and solutions in regression, utilization of statistical package for statistical and
econometric analysis.

(Lecture 2 hours, Practice 2 hours, Self Study 5 hours/week)
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IE 261  Critical Thinking and Communication for Economics 3 (2-2-5)

Prerequisites : None

This course is designed for second year students who are about to undertake
advanced courses in the International Economics program (IEP). These courses require
students to have sufficient reading skills that enable them to deeply understand the
advanced economic theories covered during their third and fourth year of study in the
IEP. Students will also need to have sufficient communication skills that will allow
them to regurgitate knowledge in different forms of communication including
presentations of economic ideas, concepts and/or theories. Therefore, this course aims
to first improve the student’s reading comprehension of economic texts, and second,
to provide practical skills that are necessary for students to present and communicate
topics related to economics.

(Lecture 2 hours, Practice 2 hours, Self Study 5 hours/week)
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IE 262  Systematic Approaches to Problem Solving 3 (2-2-5)
Prerequisites : None
This course provides knowledge on human thinking process, logical thinking,
problem solving methods and good attitude to problem solving, logical thinking
development, thinking method, logical decision and systematic problem-solving
techniques, problem solving and systematic situation decision.

(Lecture 2 hours, Practice 2 hours, Self Study 5 hours/week)
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IE 324 International Agricultural Trade and Policy 3 (2-2-5)
Prerequisites : IE 221 Introduction to International Trade
The purpose of this course is to provide students of the international

economics programme a good understanding of international economics as it is applied

to international agricultural trade. The impacts of globalization on agricultural pricing,
production and income distribution will be studied in this course. Furthermore,
students will also learn about important world trade agreements, regional trade
agreements that are involved in the agricultural sector, and the institutions overseeing

the fulfillment of these agreements.

(Lecture 2 hours, Practice 2 hours, Self Study 5 hours/week)

Prerequisites : IE 221 Introduction to International Trade
Students undertaking this course will gain an understanding on the

importance of integration of markets at the regional and global level. Topics discussed
in the course include current processes associated with regional integration will be
considered, including national development, economic interdependence and
globalization. Case studies will be used to study origins of trade agreements and
analyze the benefits of trade agreements in integrating different markets.

(Lecture 2 hours, Practice 2 hours, Self Study 5 hours/week)
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IE 333 International Financial Economics 1 3 (2-2-5)

Prerequisites : IE 232 Introduction to International Finance

This course aims to familiarize students to selected relevant topics in
international finance. The course will focus on different issues in different open
economics including environment of international financial management such as the
determination of exchange rates, international monetary system, parity condition,
balance of payments and international economic linkages. The course will then
continue with the foreign exchange and derivatives markets and foreign exchange risk
management including international remittance industry and its future.

(Lecture 2 hours, Practice 2 hours, Self Study 5 hours/week)
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IE 346 Programming and Data Analysis for Economist 3 (2-2-5)

Prerequisites : IE 244 Quantitative analysis for International Economist

This course is designed for students in the International Economics
Programme who possess little to no basic knowledge in computer programming.
Students will learn computing programming skills that will help students get familiar
with programming languages commonly used in Economic software. Furthermore,

students will learn the basics of R, and use this program to analyze economic data.

(Lecture 2 hours, Practice 2 hours, Self Study 5 hours/week)
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IE 363 International Economic Research Methodology 3 (2-2-5)
Prerequisites : IE 245 Econometric for international economist
Important research processes, hypothesis formulation, research tools, data

collection, analysis and interpretation, presentation techniques, applying economic

theory and business management research, utilization of information technology and

package program for research.

(Lecture 2 hours, Practice 2 hours, Self Study 5 hours/week)
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IE 464 Preparation for Academic Forums in Economics 3 (2-2-5)

Prerequisites : IE 261 Critical thinking and communication for Economics

This course will help undergraduate students from the International
Economics Programme plan, conduct and chair seminars dealing with important topics
in economics. Since this is a seminar course, students are expected to actively engage
in the different activities of the course, from the presentations to the mock seminars
their classmates form. The lectures from professionals in the field will have a dual
purpose. Firstly, the lecture will help students learn more about special topics of
interest in international economics, and secondly, students can use these presentations
as examples on how professionals conduct seminar presentations. In turn, the mock
seminars will provide students a chance to plan and carry out seminar presentations.

(Lecture 2 hours, Practice 2 hours, Self Study 5 hours/week)
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EC 497 Co-Operative Education 9 Credits
Prerequisite : Approval by the Curriculum Committee that the proposed
work study relates to the major field of study and; students
are required to pass a minimum 30-hour preparation session.
The minimum practical work experience will consist of 16 weeks in a
workplace in which the work is related to the major field of study of the student;
students are required to pass a minimum 30-hour preparation session prior to their
placement in a selected workplace; students are required to submit a report of their
work study placement education and give a presentation in a seminar in the presence
of their classmates and academic advisors at the end of the course.

(Minimum practice of 16 weeks)
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EC 498 Independent Study 9 Credits

Prerequisite : Approval by the Curriculum Committee that the proposed

Independent Study is related to the student's major field
of study.

A research study or a professional development project in the student’s
major field of study under supervision of an academic advisor; training in research
methodology or project consultation is required to meet academic requirements;
students are required to develop a research or project proposal prior to undertaking
the project, to submit a fully detailed paper describing their research or project and

give a presentation by the end of the semester in which the training is undertaken.

(Minimum practice of 16 weeks)
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EC 499 Overseas Study, Training or Internship 9 Credits

Prerequisite : Approval by the University that the proposed Overseas

Study, Training or Internship is related to the student's
major field of study.

Overseas study, training or internship in an area related to the student's
major field of study; students are required to develop a study project proposal prior to
undertaking the training, remain under the supervision of an academic advisor, and
submit a full report on completion of the training and give a presentation by the end
of the semester in which the training is undertaken.

(Minimum practice of 16 weeks)
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IE 251  Principles of Agricultural Marketing 3 (2-2-5)
Prerequisites : None
The principle of marketing class provides student knowledge and
understanding of theories that are used in agricultural marketing. The contents of this
class consist of agricultural products, agricultural marketing system, agricultural
marketing problem analysis, economic theory using for cost, benefit, margin analysis,
and basic knowledge about future and international market including digital marketing

for agribusiness.

(Lecture 2 hours, Practice 2 hours, Self Study 5 hours/week)
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IE 326  International Economic Cooperation and Trade Negotiation 3 (2-2-5)

Prerequisites : IE 221 Introduction to International Trade

The course is divided into two parts. The first half of the course is designed to
help students understand the reasons countries engage in economic cooperation, and
how international cooperation improves economic development of the recipient
country. Furthermore, students will be able to evaluate and analyze the policies
designed for economic development. The second half of the course deals with
important topics akin to trade negotiations including process of deal making, conduct of
trade negotiations, case studies of dispute settlements.

(Lecture 2 hours, Practice 2 hours, Self Study 5 hours/week)
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IE 334 International Financial Economics 2 3 (2-2-5)

Prerequisites : I[E 232 Introduction to International Finance

Students undertaking this course are expected to have a good understanding
in international finance theory, and thus are required to have undertaken International
macroeconomics and International Financial Economics 1. In this course, students will
apply economic finance theories including financing the multinational corporation,
international financing and national capital markets, the Euromarkets, the cost of capital
for foreign investments. Then, the course will continue with foreign investment analysis
and multinational working capital management.

(Lecture 2 hours, Practice 2 hours, Self Study 5 hours/week)
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IE 335  Investment Analysis in Equity, Bonds and Derivatives 3 (2-2-5)

Prerequisites : IE 232 Introduction to International Finance

Students undertaking this course will be exposed to the fundamentals of
investment analysis. The course will cover characteristics of financial instruments with
special emphasis in equity, bonds, and derivatives. Students will learn risk and returns
on asset classes, price and valuation of assets, steps to invest in market, basic concept
of fundamental and technical analysis. Furthermore, the course will help student to
understand the basic concept of cryptocurrency, how digital money challenge the

global economic order including future investment trend.

(Lecture 2 hours, Practice 2 hours, Self Study 5 hours/week)
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IE 352 Introduction to Agribusiness Management 3 (2-2-5)

Prerequisites : None

Study about agribusiness organization including financial management,
production, marketing, human resource management, ethnic of agribusiness men, and
social responsibility. Moreover, tools for business decision making and new
opportunities for agribusiness in e-commerce are covered.

(Lecture 2 hours, Practice 2 hours, Self Study 5 hours/week)
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IE 353  World Food Economics 3 (2-2-5)

Prerequisites : IE 221 Introduction to International Trade

With growing concerns related to the population growth, the study of issues
related to food security and world food supply and their determinants are important.
This course is designed to help students learn about current challenges including global
hunger, food shortages. Students will also learn about the determinants of food supply
and demand, and the role of agriculture in poverty alleviation, economic development,
and environmental outcomes including g¢lobal challenges for future food and
agricultural policies.

(Lecture 2 hours, Practice 2 hours, Self Study 5 hours/week)
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IE 354 East Asian Economies 3 (2-2-5)

Prerequisites : IE 221 Introduction to International Trade

This course is to help student gain form concrete idea about East Asian
background information, economic activities and role of Thailand in East Asia society.
The course will then continue with economic activities and economic problem in East
Asian community focusing on case study of economy in East Asian within the
changeable context of present world.

(Lecture 2 hours, Practice 2 hours, Self Study 5 hours/week)
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IE 355  Economic Development 3 (2-2-5)
Prerequisites : None
The course introduces importance of economic development for developing

countries. The course also offers an introduction to several topics relates to economic

development, such as, economic theory and development economics, the role of
government in economic development, infrastructure development for the economic
development, and structural reforms for economic growth.

(Lecture 2 hours, Practice 2 hours, Self Study 5 hours/week)
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IE 465  Major Issues in International Economics 3 (2-2-5)
Prerequisites : IE 221 Introduction to International Trade and
IE 232 Introduction to International Finance
In-depth study of topics in international economics and its applications. This
course is a steppingstone for students to prepare for their final capstone research
project. Students are expected to start working with their research advisers and by the
end of the course submit a research proposal that will be used as a capstone research
project as a requirement before graduate.
