TECHNOLOGY BY FARMERS IN SISAMRONG
DISTRICT SUKHOTHAI PROVINCE

ABSTRACT

This study was conducted to investigate: 1) socio-economic attributes of
sweet corn in Srisamrong district, Sukhothai province; 2) adoption of sweet comn
growing technology of the farmers; 3) factors effecting the adoption of sweet corn
growing technology of the farmers; and 4) problems encountered and suggestion
about sweet corn growing of the farmers. The sample group consisted of 235 sweet
corn farmers in Srisamrong district, Sukhothai province and they were obtained by
multi-stage sampling. A set of questionnaires was used for data collection and
analyzed by using descriptive and inferential statistics as well as stepwise multiple

regression analysis.

Results of the study revealed that most of the respondents were
elementary school graduate and below. They had 3.76 household members and 8.17
sweet corn growing workforce on average. The respondents had 14.11 rai of land
holding, 147,131.91 baht of agricultural sector income and 249,208.51 baht of
household debts on average. They perceived news/information about agriculture
13.68 times per year on average. The respondents contacted agricultural extension
workers 2.76 times on average. They attended training or joined educational trip 5.52
times on average. The respondents had 5.10 years of experience in sweet comn
growing on average. Most of the respondents were members of an agricultural group
and adopted sweet corn growing technology at a moderate level. Factors effecting

the adoption of sweet corn growing technology with a negative statistical significance
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level were sex and group membership in the community (si¢.=0.000).

The following were problems encountered: 1) disease and insect problems
as pests; 2) damages caused by natural calamities; 3) low yield price and decreased
sale volume; and 4) inadequate water supply, workforce shortage and workforce
wage. The following were sugegestions: 1) the respondents need for academic
knowledge through digital media more than ever; 2) a training on knowledge about
the use of technology to find more data about sweet corn growing; 3) a capital
source supporting agricultural investment; and 4) product price support during

periods of high simultaneous supply to the market.
